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1.	 The extreme right-wing government of Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi and his Hindu chauvinist Bharati-
ya Janata Party (BJP) have launched an unprecedented and 
historic attack on the oppressed people of Kashmir. Modi 
revoked Article 370 of India’s constitution on 5 August by 
presidential order. The law confers special rights to per-
manent residents of the state of Jammu and Kashmir. It 
forbids outsiders from permanently settling, buying land, 
holding local government jobs, or winning education 
scholarships in the region. In addition, the government 
has also decided to split the state into two federal terri-
tories, one formed by Jammu and Kashmir, and the other 
consisting of the enclave of Ladakh. Now that Kashmir’s 
special status has been repealed, this will legally allow In-
dian chauvinists to systematically buy up land and settle 
outsiders in this region and initiate a demographic trans-
formation of the area from majority Muslim to majority 
Hindu.
2.	 Being fully aware that this decision must inevita-
bly provoke a major uprising of the Kashmiri people and 
an international outcry of protest, the Modi government 
has launched a brutal preemptive strike against the people 
of the region. “As per the order there shall be no movement of 
public and all educational institutions shall also remain closed,” 
the state government ordered for Srinagar, the capital of 
Kashmir, and surrounding areas. “There will be a complete 
bar on holding any kind of public meetings or rallies during the 
period of operation of this order.” Private mobile networks, 
Internet services, and telephone landlines were cut; with 
only the one government-owned mobile network remain-
ing operational. A number of prominent politicians in 
Kashmir were either arrested or put under house arrest. 
New Delhi has also deployed at least 10,000 additional 
troops within the last 10 days and a further 70,000 soldiers 
have been dispatched.
3.	 In just a few hours following the Indian govern-

ment’s announcement, spontaneous protests erupted. In 
Islamabad, Hyderabad, Karachi and various other cities of 
Pakistan, demonstrations and public meetings were held 
in solidarity with the brothers and sisters of Indian-oc-
cupied Kashmir. In Lahore, one of the largest cities of 
Pakistan, the All Pakistan Workers Confederation organized 
a demonstration. In Azad Jammu and Kashmir – the Paki-
stan-controlled part of Kashmir – a general strike has been 
staged on 6 August in solidarity with the brothers and sis-
ters. Former chief ministers of Indian-Occupied Kashmir, 
Mehbooba Mufti and Omar Abdullah, denounced Modi’s 
decision saying “Today marks the darkest day in Indian de-
mocracy ... It will have catastrophic consequences for the sub-
continent.” Hours later, they were arrested by the Indian 
police. Reflecting the international outcry, particularly in 
the Muslim world, an emergency meeting of the Organisa-
tion of Islamic Cooperation’s Kashmir-focused wing has been 
called for 6 August. There can be no doubt that Modi’s his-
toric attack on the Kashmiri people will provoke a new up-
rising as well as increasing military tensions and the risk 
of a war with Pakistan.
4.	 The Revolutionary Communist International Tenden-
cy (RCIT) and its members and supporters in South Asia 
express their full and unconditional solidarity with the op-
pressed people of Kashmir that are experiencing a historic 
assault on their existence. No one should be under any il-
lusion: Modi’s revocation of Article 370 is designed to be 
the beginning of an “Israeli solution” of Kashmir, the only 
state in India with a Muslim majority. This means that the 
BJP’s goal is to systematically settle Hindu chauvinists in 
Kashmir and to expel Muslim people from the region – 
similar to the Zionists’ policy against the native Arab pop-
ulation in historic Palestine. The purpose of such a Hindu 
chauvinist policy of ethnic cleansing is to transform the 
Muslim people of Kashmir into a minority in their own 
state.

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5.	 The RCIT and its Pakistani section have always 
given unconditional support to the liberation struggle of 
the Kashmiri people. Their land is divided and occupied 
by three powers – India, Pakistan, and China. The majority 
of the 14 million people live under Indian occupation; most 
of the rest live under Pakistani occupation. The people of 
Kashmir have always strived for an independent state. 
Since the beginning of the popular uprising in 1989 in the 
Indian-occupied part of Kashmir, nearly 100,000 Kashmiri 
Muslims have been killed by Indian security forces. In ad-
dition, nearly 10,000 women have been gang raped by ma-
rauding bands of Indian soldiers. Before the latest escala-
tion, the Indian state had already stationed about 750,000 
soldiers and police forces in Kashmir. This is an area that 
has a population of only 8 million. This means that there is 
almost one Indian soldier for every ten Kashmiris!
6.	 We call on the Indian workers movement and the 
left to mobilize against the ultra-chauvinist attack by the 
Modi government. An attack against the Kashmiri people 
is an attack on the democratic rights of all peoples in In-
dia. If Modi wins this battle his ultra-reactionary govern-
ment will be strengthened in its struggle against the entire 
working class and oppressed of India. We appeal to the 
Indian left not to fall into the social-patriotic trap of “con-
demning the terrorism” in case of legitimate armed attacks 
by Kashmiri resistance forces against the Indian occupa-
tion (as it tragically happened in February this year after 
the Pulwama attack). 
7.	 We reemphasize our support for the resistance 
struggle of the Kashmiri people in all forms against the 
Indian occupation. In our opinion, the most promising 
road to freedom is the organized mass struggle of the work-
ers, poor, and youth. No one should trust the empty rhetoric 
of the bourgeois governments of Pakistan and other Mus-
lim countries. It should be remembered how they have all 
payed court to the Chinese Stalinist-capitalist dictatorship 
and denied its brutal oppression of the Uyghur people in 
Xinjiang / East Turkestan! Alternately, it is urgent to build 
an international solidarity movement of workers and popular 
mass organizations in support of the Kashmiri people. 
8.	 The RCIT and its members and supporters in 

South Asia reiterate their support for the struggle of the 
Kashmiri people for national independence. Such a free 
and independent Kashmir should be a country controlled 
by the workers and peasants and not by a small clique of 
capitalists and landowners. This is why we fight for an in-
dependent socialist Kashmir, i.e. a free, united and red Kashmir! 
As Marxists we combine such a slogan with the perspec-
tive of a socialist federation of South Asia. We call on revolu-
tionaries of the entire sub-continent to join us in the strug-
gle to build a revolutionary party in Kashmir, Pakistan, 
India, and internationally. Only such a party can lead the 
liberation struggle of the working class and the oppressed 
people to victory!

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1.	 The democratic mass struggle in Hong Kong is 
moving towards a denouement. The organizers of the 
mass movement and several trade unions – the Confed-
eration of Trade Unions; unions of teachers, civil servants, 
airline and banking workers, etc. – are calling for a gen-
eral strike on Monday, 5 August with parallel rallies at 
seven different points throughout the city. This will be the 
highpoint in the more than two-month wave of actions of 
Hong Kong’s workers and youth against the extradition 
bill and the authoritarian Lam Administration.
2.	 These actions are in response to the accelerating 
state repression against the, mostly young, activists. For-
ty-three of them have been formally charged with rioting, 
an offence punishable by 10 years’ imprisonment. How-
ever, given the massive support for the protests by the 
vast majority of the population, the Lam Administration 
has increasingly lost control. The brutal attack on demon-
strators by an armed mob of Triad gangsters on 21 July, 
undoubtedly instigated and bankrolled by the regime in 
Beijing, reflects the inability of the Hong Kong police to 
bring the situation under control. In fact, dual power is 
fast emerging.
3.	 The Stalinist-capitalist regime in Beijing increas-
ingly fears the consequences of these developments. This 
is not only due to the political and economic importance of 
Hong Kong but also because they fear that “the virus of un-
rest” could inspire dissatisfied Chinese workers, students, 
and peasants throughout the mainland. Hence, the regime 
has begun to denounce the mass protests as “instigated by 
Taiwan and the US”. Beijing’s foreign ministry spokeswom-
an, Hua Chunying, urged the US on 24 July to “retract its 
black hand from Hong Kong”. General Chen Daoxiang, the 
commander of the People’s Liberation Army’s (PLA’s) 
Hong Kong garrison, warned that the army is “determined 
to protect national sovereignty, security, stability and the pros-
perity of Hong Kong.” (South China Morning Post: Chinese 
army’s Hong Kong chief says troops are ready to protect 
nation’s sovereignty, 01.08.2019) In fact, there exists a plan 
for the seven-step implementation of a PLA military in-
tervention that would formally take place under the com-
mand of the region’s police commanders (Asia Times: 
PLA’s Hong Kong deployment plan revealed, 31.07.2019) 
Hong Kong’s PLA garrison, currently 6,000 soldiers sta-
tioned in barracks, released a video on 31 July on its Sina 
Weibo account showing footage of “anti-riot” exercises. 
The martial propaganda video presenting trigger-happy 
soldiers preparing for the massacre of their own people 
can be viewed at: https://youtu.be/onLNtu-FxSc. (Global 
Times: Violence in HK touches bottom line, ‘intolerable’: 
PLA commander, 31.07.2019; Reuters: China’s Hong Kong 
PLA garrison releases video with scenes of ‘anti-riot’ oper-

4.	 The Revolutionary Communist International Tenden-
cy (RCIT) strongly welcomes the decision of the organizers 
to call a general strike. Only the most reactionary lackeys 
of the Beijing regime can deny the heroic idealism of the 

tens of thousands of young activists who courageously 
combat the attacks on democratic rights. There can be no 
doubt that the movement has made important advances in 
its level of consciousness. This is expressed in the increas-
ingly popular slogan “Liberate Hong Kong, the revolution of 
our times!” This popular uprising has become a focal point 
of the world situation as it takes place in a key city of one 
of the two most important Great Powers. If the spark were 
to jump to the Chinese mainland and instigate a mass re-
volt of the workers and youth, this would transform the 
world situation with a single stroke!
5.	 However, it would be foolish to ignore the chal-
lenges and dangers. Tempus fugit. The regime in Beijing is 
strongly pushing for a prompt and violent suppression 
of the mass protests (preferably by the Hong Kong forc-
es alone, but with PLA forces if necessary). Memories of 
the bloody massacre on Tiananmen Square on 4 June 1989 
with several thousand killed reverberate! (This event was 
a decisive stroke in the counterrevolution that opened the 
road to capitalist restoration in the immediate following 
years!) It is urgent that the mass movement overcomes 
any local centeredness and actively raises the banner of 
democracy, not only for Hong Kong, but for the whole of 
China! This could easily be expressed in a companion slo-
gan, “Liberate China, the revolution of our times!” Such an 
orientation must also include solidarity with the brutally 
oppressed national minority of the Muslim Uyghurs.
6.	 Hopes for any serious support from rival Great 
Powers are completely misplaced. In fact, the raisings the 
British or the U.S. flag by a few isolated activists are noth-
ing but stupid provocations that are grist for the mill of 
Beijing’s chauvinist propaganda. This is compounded by 
the fact that positive references towards these two states 
are entirely misplaced when their inept, reactionary, and 
hair brained leaders provoke only feelings of cultural su-
periority among ordinary Chinese people!
7.	 The general strike will be an important first step. 
Since the regime, however, must escalate repression in 
response, the movement must anticipate this and deepen 
the rhythm of its activities. It will be necessary to organize 
an indefinite general strike to countermand the extradi-
tion law and boot the Lam Administration. Furthermore, 
it is crucial to organize mass democratic assemblies in the 
workplaces, neighborhoods, and universities to broaden 
a discussion of the demands and tactics of the struggle 
and to elect delegates for a coordinating body of the entire 
movement. Likewise, workers and youth need an inde-
pendent political body, i.e. a Workers Party, that is inde-
pendent of the native as well as any foreign capitalist class.
8.	 It is extremely urgent to build an internation-
al movement in solidarity with the people’s rebellion 
in Hong Kong! The RCIT calls on workers and popular 
mass organizations around the world to rally in support 
of their brothers and sisters! We strongly denounce the 
Stalinists that slander the protests in Hong Kong as “CIA 
plots”. Naturally, any international solidarity movement

Books of the RCIT
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The well-known city Khan Sheikhoun in the north of 
Syria is about to fall to the forces of the Assad re-
gime. Nearly all of its 90,000 population have fled 

the city which has been annihilated by Assad’s and Pu-
tin’s bombers. A number of heroic liberation fighters are 
continuing the struggle in several pockets of resistance. 
However, the sad truth is that the overwhelming forces 
of the tyrannical regime were able to make an important 
advance in the Southern area of the Greater Idlib region. 1

Khan Sheikhoun has gained notoriety world-wide as it 
was hit by a chemical attack that killed more than 80 peo-
ple of all ages in April 2017. 2 Despite its cynical denial, 
there is not the slightest doubt that the barbarous dictator-
ship of Bashar Assad bears full responsibility for this mass 
murder as it committed similar attacks on numerous other 
occasions in the past eight years.

Heroic resistance

The fall of Khan Sheikhoun is the most serious setback 
since the Assadist forces launched their massive assault at 
the end of April on the last enclave of the Syrian Revo-
lution in the north of the country. 3 According to official 
figures, 949 civilians have been killed since then and More 
than 850,000 people have been uprooted since the regime 
began bombing Idlib in February. 4

The mujahideen, as the liberation fighters are called in 
Arabic, have resisted heroically against the overwhelming 
forces of the regime and its most important backer, Rus-
sian imperialism. 5 Young volunteers from Hayyat Tahrir 
al-Sham (HTS) have launched a number of martyr opera-
tions against the superior enemy. Hundreds, may be up to 
2,000, rebels have died in the past three months defending 

their people against the tyranny. However, they have been 
also able to inflict high losses to the enemy.
We send our most heartfelt condolences to the families 

and friends of the martyrs who have scarified their lives in 
the struggle against the tyranny!
However, thanks to the massive military assistance of Pu-

tin, the Assadist forces are far superior in terms of heavy 
weapons, artillery, tanks and air force. Russian and Assa-
dist warplanes and helicopters are constantly bombing the 
villages and cities still under control of the rebels. Russia 
has not only military bases in Syria. Its Foreign Minister 
Sergei Lavrov also admitted that Russia has military ser-
vicemen stationed on the ground in Idlib. 6 There can be no 
doubt that without the massive military support of Russia 
and Iran, the Assad regime would have been overthrown 
by a successful popular revolution many years ago!

Turkey’s role

The Turkish Erdoğan government plays a perfidy role. 
On one hand its claims to support the Syrian people 
against the Assad regime. As part of its treacherous So-
chi deal with Russia, Ankara has established 12 military 
posts around the liberated territories in the Idlib region. 
However, its main interest is to make deals with imperial-
ist Great Powers Russia and the U.S. It wants to subjugate 
the Kurdish people and it wants to receive modern weap-
ons (like Russia’s S-400 missile system) as well as foreign 
investment. The Syrian people are nothing but change in 
order to achieve these goals.
Furthermore, the Erdoğan government has started to ex-

pel Syrian refuges and to send them back to Idlib. Since 
the beginning of the Syrian Revolution in 2011, about 3.6

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million Syrian refugees have come to Turkey. 7

As a result, Turkey refuses to give substantial military 
support to the liberation fighters. As a matter of fact, the 
Syrian rebels could break the air superiority of the Assad-
ist and Russian bombers if they would get some modern 
MANPADS (mobile anti-aircraft weapons). But Anka-
ra denies this as it does not want to offend its friends in 
Moscow. As a result, the rebels are forced to aim with 
outdated anti-aircraft cannons against the killer bombers. 
HTS fighters even successfully brought down one of these 
warplanes recently and arrested the pilot. 8 However, such 
symbolic victories are only a drop in the ocean.

International solidarity movement

The duplicitous role of Turkey is a strong reminder that 
the popular masses must not rely on any capitalist power. 
Sure, the struggle for liberation needs modern weapons 
and one must try to get them from wherever it is possible 
(as long as no political strings are attached). But one must 
never subordinate a liberation struggle to the interests of 
a capitalist power!
The RCIT has always warned against any illusions in the 

Turkish government. We have denounced the Astana pro-
cess from the very beginning as a conspiracy against the 
Syrian Revolution. 9

We restate that the struggle of the workers and poor peas-
ants must rely on its own organs, i.e. on democratically 
elected popular councils and a liberation army which is 
under control of the former. Furthermore, the Syrian revo-
lutionaries must oppose all religious sectarianism (against 
non-Sunni minorities) as well as all forms of anti-Kurdish 
nationalism. A free Syria must be based on freedom and 
equality for all religious and ethnic groups!
In addition, the Syrian Revolution should be linked to 

other international liberation struggles – from Algeria and 
Sudan, Palestine and Yemen to Kashmir.
It is urgent to build an international solidarity movement 

in support of the ongoing liberation struggle in Syria. So-
cialists all over the world should work towards winning 
workers and popular organizations to join such a move-
ment. Supporters of the Syrian Revolution must unmask 
the open or concealed support of the imperialist Great 
Powers and of many so-called “Muslim” dictatorships for 
the Assadist mass murder in Syria. Socialists also need to 
denounce the Stalinists’ support for the killer couple Assad 
and Putin. 10 They should also sharply criticize those left-
ists who have given up support for the Syrian Revolution 
in the past years.
The recent military setbacks must not dishearten the con-

sistent supporters of the Syrian Revolution. Quite the op-
posite, the RCIT emphasizes once more that it is crucial 
that defenders of the Syrian liberation struggle join forces, 
irrespective of their political differences, and build an in-
ternational solidarity movement!

Latin America

Since taking office in January, President Bolsonaro 
has been criticizing the government’s public officials 
who are responsible for protecting the environment, 

mainly in the Amazon. One of its first steps was to weak-
en state-owned companies responsible for protecting the 
environment and to forgive the debts of landowners and 
soy farmers while encouraging these sectors to commit en-
vironmental crimes. The minister responsible for environ-
mental care, Ricardo Salles, against all scientific evidence, 
follows the lines of his chief president Bolsonaro and US 
president Donald Trump, that is, for him there is no pro-
cess of global warming. Only a naive person could believe 
that any true environmental protection policy would take 
place with such people governing the country.
Let’s get to the facts. On August 19, the population of the 

city of São Paulo and neighboring cities, the most popu-
lous urban region of South America with more than 20 
million habitants, witnessed at 3 pm the day turn into 
night without any immediate explanation, causing fright 
and apprehension. A thick black cloud has broken over 
the region, and it is reported that in some places a dark 
rain has fallen.
Hours later, the National Institute of Meteorology (IN-

MET) confirmed that the smoke has been originated from 
burning at various points in north of the country, specifi-
cally the Amazon rainforest, in Brazil’s triple border with 

Bolivia, Paraguay. Experts say the darkness in Sao Paulo 
was caused by northern fires in conjunction with a cold 
front from the south.
There is no denying whose responsibility it is. Since the 

2018 presidential election campaign, Bolsonaro has prom-
ised to put an end at any kind of environmental protection, 
to put an end in reservations for indigenous and quilom-
bola’s protection, and to encourage illegal gold mining 
and deforestation in favor of its agribusiness electorate, so 
it should not be a surprise to anyone.
Bolsonaro’s cretin and cynical speech since the 2018 

election campaign by proclaiming himself nationalistic, 
patriotic, and against corruption cannot be sustained by 
reality. The economic reforms are destroying the working 
class rights and the great privatizations already done and 
those still being prepared, put our richeness directly in the 
hands of foreign companies, mainly of imperialist coun-
tries like USA, Europe and China. At the same time he and 
his family are totally involved with suspicions of strong 
links with Rio de Janeiro militias composed by ex-police-
men. These militias has been in dispute against organized 
crime to control drug trafficking in the favelas, and are 
regarded as the prime suspects of the murder of Council 
woman Marielle Franco-PSOL, a case of international re-
percussion.
The Bolsonaro style of governing is crude, pathetic, rude. 

Brazil: Save the Amazon!
Bring down Bolsonaro! No to any imperialist intervention in the region!

Statement of the Corrente Comunista Revolucionária-CCR (Brazilian section of the RCIT), 24 August 2019
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He defends the torture practiced by the old military re-
gime with tranquillity as if it were the most normal thing 
in the world. His speech against minorities (Indians, black 
people, LGBTs) is known worldwide. His hatred of the 
environment and the defense of deforestation was part of 
the electoral campaign speech. All this under the compla-
cency of a bourgeois monopolistic press, the judiciary, the 
Supreme Court, all committed to the main objective of pre-
venting the electoral victory of the Workers Party at any 
cost. All this with the complicity and support of the eco-
nomic elites, the middle class, mostly white, racist, histor-
ically slave-minded, and unfortunately of a sector of the 
working-class dominated by deeply conservative funda-
mentalist Christian bishops. Today there is a phenomenon 
in the country in some urban peripheries: the right-wing 
poor people, that is, a certain section of the working class 
that defends an economic agenda against themselves.
In short, this government’s policy is linked to its project of 

surrendering national assets to foreign capital. In the case 
of Amazonia Bolsonaro had already tried unsuccessfully 
to deliver the strategic Alcântara Launch Center. The Alcân-
tara Launch Center has the same untapped importance as 
French Guyana’s Kourou Space Center.
Faced with the tragedy of the Amazon forest fires, French 

President Emmanuel Macron is practically calling on the 
European Union and the G-7 to “ appropriate measures” 
to contain the devastation. Macron went so far as to say 
that “our house is burning.” At the same time the German 
press is calling for a strong boycott of Brazilian products. 
By the close of this article, Angela Merkel of Germany, 
Justin Trudeau of Canada, and even ultra-conservative 
Boris Johnson of the United Kingdom have voiced their 
condemnation of the astonishing increase fires in Amazon 
forest. The Finnish government, which holds the rotating 

presidency of the European Union, wants the bloc to eval-
uate the possibility of banning beef from Brazil due to the 
devastation caused by burning in the Amazon. UN Sec-
retary-General Antonio Guterres said he was deeply con-
cerned about it. He stressed that “we can no longer afford 
damage to one of the largest sources of oxygen and biodiversity.”
We, from the Corrente Comunista Revolucionária-CCR firm-

ly reject any imperialist intervention supposedly to save 
the Amazon or any economic boycott sponsored by im-
perialist countries. However, we are in favour of actions 
of the international worker movement in support of the 
struggle of the Brazilian workers and poor masses to stop 
the criminal Bolsonaro government.
Our task is to denounce this government by calling the 

population, social movements, progressive parties to take 
to the streets and defend the forest against this far-right, 
traitorous, surrender government. It is necessary to call 
for an indefinite general strike, cancel the fraudulent elec-
tions that elected Bolsonaro, cancel all neoliberal econom-
ic mediations, such as welfare reform, release all political 
prisoners, including former President Lula da Silva, and 
call for a revolutionary constituent national assembly. We 
have to bring down the Bolsonaro’s government and its 
vice-president general Mourão and at the same time have 
no confidence in any alliances with the traditional right 
that have done the 2016 coup that paved the way to the far 
right in the person of Jair Bolsonaro.

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History has taught us and the world over that neo-
liberal policies do not work for the poor but for 
the rich. What it does is that it widens the inequal-

ity gap between the poor and the rich. At the same time, 
it places the middle class in a better position and leaves 
them temporarily well off but not rich.
This vicious cycle repeats itself all over again endlessly 

with no permanent solution to the inherent problems and 
contradictions of system of capitalism. Capitalism only 
creates temporary reliefs and in the process creates new 
major complex problems.
In Zimbabwe we have seen financial and fiscal authori-

ties/technocrats failing to learn from history and falling 
for the same trappings of the past mistakes made by their 
predecessors. It has been tried several times before to im-
plement these neoliberal policies to no avail, without any 
positive results but only negative ones.
Currently we have seen the financial gurus, the so called 

technocrats adopting these neoliberal policies in the form 
of Zimbabwe is open for business, austerity for prosper-
ity and a wholesome of other fiscal policies that have only 
aggravated the already bad economic situation and state 
we are in. This mess has just gotten messy, these are just 
but fancy changed names and nothing new. Churning one 
blueprint after another has become the norm especially in 
Africa, blueprints that don’t address the real fundamental 
problems on the ground but issues to do with serving the 
interests of imperialists elsewhere and a few comprador 
bourgeoisie classes. 
Unfortunately, poor people are the most exposed and af-

fected by these measures. Fuel has been increased twice, 
and we are experiencing a runaway inflation rate, balloon-
ing by each day/month. The annual inflation rate hit 175 
percent in June. (1)
Power load shedding and frequent water cuts have be-

come daily food and a normal trend. Zimbabwe is gener-
ating less than half of its peak winter electricity demand. 
Its largest hydropower plant, Kariba, is operating at low 
capacity – officially due to a drought but in fact because of 
corruption and state incompetence. (2)
Prices of basic commodities are skyrocketing without any 

remorse or arrest measures in sight. Because of these mea-
sures the poor people can no longer afford a decent meal 
and can no longer afford decent transport to work. The 
state, despite increasing the fuel prices and leaving the 
people at the mercy of the cartel vultures, has introduced 
only a temporary relief in the form of cheap public trans-
port. However, this is not enough to cater for the large 
numbers of the working people. Hence people shove and 
push to board these buses and some even get into the bus 
via windows. This is what the poor of people Zimbabwe 
have been reduced to – barbaric animals.
It is high time for socialists to organize and to fight against 

these never-ending series of neoliberal attacks!

Zimbabwe: Neoliberal Austerity means Misery for the Masses
But also better life for the middle class and prosperity for the comprador bourgeoisie

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Last week the former governor of Puerto Rico Ros-
selló was forced to step down following weeks of 
massive anti-government protests. Protests were 

sparked by the release of private chat messages that ex-
posed Rosselló and 11 top aides and Cabinet members ex-
changing profanity-laced, homophobic and misogynistic 
messages.
On July 21, 2019 Rosselló was forced to relinquish his 

role as president of one of the two main political parties in 
Puerto Rico and vowed not to seek reelection in 2020. But 
that was not enough for many Puerto Ricans. On July 22 
hundreds of thousands paralyzed the capital, marching to 
call for the governor’s immediate resignation.
During some of the protests, people chanted “Ricky re-

sign and bring the board with you!” referring to the fiscal 
oversight board established by Congress to manage the 
island’s horrible debt. Since its inception, Puerto Ricans 
have denounced the austerity measures imposed by the 
board — which is comprised of un-elected officials ap-
pointed by the White House.
Puerto Rico’s unbeloved Justice Secretary Wanda Vázquez 

Garced was sworn in Wednesday afternoon as the third 
governor that island has had in less than a week. This is a 
reflection of the crisis of the junta serving US imperialism, 
facing the popular uprising.
Hours earlier, the highest court declared unconstitutional 

the governorship of former Gov. Ricardo Rosselló’s hand-
picked successor Pedro Pierluisi on grounds he had not 
been confirmed as secretary of state by both chambers of 
the legislature.
The Supreme Court decision in defense of the local capi-

talist system is not what the protesters demand. The deci-
sion is like replacing cholera with syphilis. Ricardo Ros-
selló’ was forced to resign because protesters have voiced 
opposition to him to Vázquez and Pierluisi.
The hated corrupted Pierluisi said on leaving that it is a 

time when we must all unite for Puerto Rico, leaving be-
hind, ideological or personal agendas. 
Vázquez said last Wednesday said in the statement re-

leased via Twitter that she respect the court ruling. Yes she 
respects the court acting for the ruling Junta but she has no 
respect for the majority of the Puerto Ricans still suffering 
from the effects of the, Hurricane Maria that violently hit 
the island in September 2017.
In April this year US President Trump lashed out at Puer-

to Rico’s local lawmakers as grossly incompetent. Trump 
was reacting after the US Senate blocked billions of dol-
lars in disaster aid for Midwestern states, in part because 

Democrats said a proposed $600 million in nutritional as-
sistance to Puerto Rico fell short of its needs.
“Puerto Rico got far more money than Texas & Florida com-

bined, yet their government can’t do anything right, the place is 
a mess — nothing works,” Trump wrote on Twitter. He also 
stated, incorrectly, that Puerto Rico had received $91 bil-
lion in aid from the federal government. In fact, the $91 bil-
lion is the budget estimates of how much the island could 
receive over the next two decades.
At that time Gov. Ricardo A. Rosselló of Puerto Rico, the 

loyal servant responded to Trump, said: “Mr. President, 
once again, we are not your adversaries, we are your citizens”. 
(1)
Trump has been widely criticized as too slow to help the 

devastated island. Aides and allies said that Trump had 
vented privately that Puerto Ricans had complained too 
much, and he had also noted privately that Hurricane Ma-
ria, which 3000 people as a result of the storm and its ef-
fects, was not as bad as Hurricane Katrina, in which 1,833 
— were killed. Trump also implied that Puerto Rico was 
not part of the United States, noting that local elected of-
ficials “only take from USA.” Hogan Gidley, a White House 
spokesman, seemed to underscore the view in the White 
House that Puerto Ricans were not Americans when he 
twice referred to the island as “that country” during an ap-
pearance on MSNBC.
For weeks, Mr. Rosselló has asked the White House for a 

private meeting with Mr. Trump to lay out the island’s case 
for why it desperately needs federal funds for rebuilding 
after Hurricane Maria. But Mr. Rosselló’s request has gone 
unanswered, and he has tried instead to communicate 
with the president publicly, saying in cable news inter-
views, in official appearances and on Twitter that he fears 
Mr. Trump has been misled about Puerto Rico’s needs.

Puerto Rico: an American Colony

On the eve of the Spanish-American war in 1898, Puerto 
Rico was in the process of becoming a sovereign and in-
dependent nation for the first time in its history since it 
was “discovered” by the Spanish in 1493. Before it was 
able to become an independent state, the American Navy 
bombarded the capital city of San Juan, exiling the Span-
ish leadership from the island, and imposed the American 
dominance.
The American imperialists invented a new term, “estado 

libre asociado” (freely associated state), in order to justify 
the colonial dominance over Puerto Rico. Cases like Puer-

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to Rico are known as the “Insular Cases”, i.e. territories of 
the United States that are nevertheless not considered to 
be “part” of the United States.
To justify the colonization of Porto Rico the people of 

Porto Rico were described as savages and cannibals. For 
example William B. Bate, former U.S. Senator for Tennes-
see and a major general of the Confederacy said: “Masses 
of mongrels,” “peoples incapable of self-government,” “savages 
addicted to head-hunting and cannibalism.” (2)
In the 1930s the movement for national independence was 

crashed by the US federal government through overt cen-
sorship and the repeated jailing of revolutionary leaders, 
like Pedro Albizu Campo who was jailed in 1936 for orga-
nizing Puerto Rican workers. (3)
Nelson A Denis in his book “War Against All Puerto Ricans: 

Revolution and Terror in America’s Colony“ documented the 
murdering, torturing, and imprisoning Puerto Rican pa-
triots who demanded and fought for Puerto Rico’s right to 
self-determination. The leader of the independence move-
ment, Pedro Albizu Campos, was imprisoned, tortured, 
and subjected to lethal radiation poisoning in his prison 
cell.
From the 1930s through the 1990s, the FBI kept secret files 

on over 100,000 Puerto Ricans. These files were known as 
“carpetas.”
As Nelson Denis wrote: “The carpetas were given addition-

al teeth by Public Law 53, which became known as La Ley de 
la Mordaz (the Law of the Muzzle). For 10 years, from 1948 
through 1957, Law 53 made it a felony to say a word, sing a song 
or whistle a tune about independence. If you sang La Borinque-
ña, or owned a Puerto Rican flag, you could be imprisoned for 10 
years. Today, many people complain about “government intru-
sion” into our private lives, as if it were something new. But it 
is not new. Puerto Ricans suffered all of this, and much worse.”

Perspectives

The political system of the island since the 1950s has been 
wholly determined by the question of the legal status of 
Puerto Rico. The two biggest parties of the island, the PNP 
and the PPD, share different views of what our relation-
ship to the mainland United States ought to be. One party 
favors statehood, while the other favors the continued ex-
istence of the ethically repugnant colonial status. Puerto 
Rico’s colonial status means islanders pay every federal 
tax except for the federal income tax. Those who criticize 
Puerto Rico as “enjoying the benefits of being American with-
out paying the same taxes as everyone else” completely miss 

or ignore the basic fact that Puerto Rico does not enjoy any 
sort of congressional representation. Puerto Ricans who 
live in the island are also blocked from voting in presiden-
tial elections. (4)
The RCIT supports the right of self- determination of the 

Puerto Ricans. However to escape the US domination it 
is necessary to free the workers and the poor from the 
grip of the two capitalist parties and form a revolution-
ary workers party fighting for a workers and oppressed 
government as part of a world socialist revolution. Such a 
party will appeal to the workers and the oppressed in all 
the world and most importantly in the USA to prevent an 
invasion of the Island.

The Turkish drilling in the Aegean

With the recent beginning of the Turkish drilling in the 
west of Cyprus, the Greek-Turkish rivalry in the Aegean 
and the Eastern Mediterranean has accelerated. The meet-
ing of the Foreign and Defense Governmental Council 
(KYSEA) on 16/6/2019, the statements of the Greek, Cypri-
ot, Turkish and French governments, the debate in Brus-
sels to impose financial sanctions on Turkey on behalf of 
the European Union are only a few episodes of the “se-
ries” that has been playing over the past few years in the 
whole region.
Bourgeois media, the Greek and Greek Cypriot bourgeoi-

sie, and part of the Greek left, are referring to the Turkish 
drills in the EEZ as “Turkish aggression” against which 
Greece ought to “defend” itself. But is that the case? The 
events of the last few years, and especially the last few 
months, rather contradict this claim.

Greece as a “strategic ally” of the United States

In recent years, with the role played by Greece in condi-
tions such as the signing of the Greece-EU-Turkey Agree-
ment that defines the role of NATO war ships in the Ae-
gean, the agreement on the accession of North Macedonia 

to NATO, with the announcement of new bases of NATO 
in Greece by the former SYRIZA government and the com-
mon war exercises with Israel, it is clear that the “strategic 
ally” of the US and the major powers of the EU in the East-
ern Mediterranean is no longer Turkey, but Greece.
The signing of the EastMed pipeline (to export gas to Eu-

rope via Greece) last March, from the tripartite Greece - 
Cyprus - Israel - in the presence of the US, further strength-
ened the axis of Greece - Cyprus - Israel - Egypt. This proj-
ect, combined with discussions about the Greek-Bulgarian 
pipeline IGB and the TAP pipeline, practically exclude 
Turkey from the East-West energy play. It is a game of bil-
lions of dollars worth of money for all involved parties.
Together with moves such as the May agreement on the 

docking of French warships on Cypriot bases, it is clear 
that Turkey is financially and militarily trapped, which 
has also been highlighted the bourgeois media, former 
government officials as well as prominent political rep-
resentatives of the Greek bourgeoisie and its allies. The 
“race” for the extraction of hydrocarbons in the Aegean is 
part of this “great game”.

The “race” for drilling

The Greek government, together with the main allies of 
Cyprus - Egypt, Israel, France and the United States – “de-
limit in practice” the EEZ, by signing “unilateral” condi-
tions for energy (see EastMed) and making their military 
presence felt in the claimed areas of the Aegean.
Turkey, in fact, disputes the above “delimitation” by op-

erating drilling and military ships in these areas.
The situation in the Aegean is out of control, especially 

since the profits of multinational giants such as Exonon-
Mobil are at stake, on the one hand, and Turkey is exclud-
ed from the economic exploitation of energy resources in 
the Aegean, on the other.
Measures such as the purchase of Turkish S-400 from Tur-

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key and the talk of imposing sanctions on Turkey in case 
it starts the drilling (including even exclusion Turkey from 
all “high-level dialogues” that hasn’t stopped till the mo-
ment these words are written) underline it. According to 
the Turkish Navtex drilling will begin by early September, 
despite the clear statements by France, Egypt and the State 
Department that this “illegal drilling” must stop.
It is clear that developments can become “hot” at any mo-

ment.

The attitude of the Left

In such a situation, the attitude of the Left must clearly be 
the following:
a) Against the extraction of hydrocarbons: The billions of 

exploitation of the Aegean’s energy deposits will go ex-
clusively into the pockets of the capitalist corporations 
and not of the laborers. The profit for capitalists does not 
mean a profit for the poor, as we have been experienced in 
Greece as the austerity continues despite the profits of the 
big Greek companies. Moreover, the Gulf monarchies are 
eloquent examples of the fact that under the domination 
of a bourgeoisie, petrodollars can very well be combined 
with extreme poverty and oppression. At the same time, 
the drilling in the Aegean poses massive dangers for envi-
ronmental destruction in the Aegean.
b) Against war and against all imperialist powers: Greece is 

by no means “defending itself”. This is apparent from the 
fact that the new government of New Democracy continues 
the aggressive language of the former SYRIZA govern-
ment. The narrative about “defending the homeland” in 
the event of an attack by Turkey is misleading, since in 
reality it is Greece which is currently the “strong player” 
with the support of the United States, Israel and France. 
No, Greece is currently not in a “defensive position” but 

rather shows its “teeth” with having the highest spending 
on military equipment (as a share of GNP) of all NATO 
members and by expanding its military presence in the 
Aegean. An anti-imperialist position which refers exclu-
sively to the “Turkish aggression” is misleading since that 
would conceal the Greek aggression (and at the same time 
the aggression of its allies such as the US and France).
c) Against the own bourgeoisie at home: The basic duty of 

the working class in each country is to oppose its national 
bourgeoisie since it alone can overthrow it. The left must 
not follow a policy of adapting to the interests of the Greek 
bourgeoisie in the name of a “Turkish danger”. Such a 
policy would essentially mean support for the increase of 
Greece’s capitalist profits as well as for its geopolitical ad-
ventures that could provoke military tensions or even war.
d) International solidarity of the working class in each country: 

Proposals from nationalist voices such as the “unilateral 
declaration” of the EEZ or the extension of territorial wa-
ters to 12 miles, which have recently embarked in public 
debates, are not only unscrupulous (the “Law of the Sea” 
international conventions do not actually support them, 
as if this were the case, the devotees of these views would 
have sought support from the International Court of Jus-
tice in The Hague long ago). Such chauvinist proposals 
are also detrimental to the Greek working class and, at the 
same time, to the workers of Turkey. The proclamation of 
EEZs in the way supported by the most rabid voices of the 
Greek and Greek Cypriot right means virtually complete 
exclusion of Turkey from any economic exploitation of un-
derwater resources, and a drastic limitation of the cruise of 
Turkish fishermen to the Aegean.
In the next period, the Left must take united initiatives for 

real mass actions against the war. They must state clearly 
that “we are not fighting for their oil and not for extracting 
hydrocarbons in the Aegean!”

It contains six chapters (144 pages) and includes 12 tables, 
35 figures and 4 maps. The author of the book is Michael 
Pröbsting who serves as the International Secretary of the 
RCIT.
The following paragraphs are the back cover text of the 
book which gives an overview of its content.
Greece is at the forefront both of the capitalist crisis in 
Europe as well as of the class struggle. It is hardly an 
exaggeration to say that what the Arab Revolution has 
been for the world in the past few years, Greece has been 
for Europe.
Subsequently, the question of the class character of Greece 
is of crucial importance both for the domestic as well as for 
the international workers movement: Is it an imperialist 

state, a semi-colonial country or something else, and what 
are its specific features?
In Chapter I we outline a summary of the Marxists’ 
theoretical conception of imperialist respectively semi-
colonial states. In Chapter II we give a brief historical 
overview of the development 
of Greek capitalism. In Chapter 
III we deal with Greece’s failed 
attempt to become a minor 
imperialist power. In Chapter 
IV we outline the historic crisis 
of Greek capitalism from 2008 
until today. In Chapter V we 
elaborate the most important 
programmatic conclusions and 
in the last Chapter we present a 
summary in the form of theses. 
The book contains 12 Tables, 35 
Figures and 4 Maps.
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Boris Johnson who has succeeded Theresa May as 
Prime Minister and Tory leader has revenged him-
self on his opponents. He has sacked half the cabi-

net and appointed leading Brexiteers to important cabinet 
positions – including Dominic Raab as Foreign secretary 
and Priti Patel as Home Secretary. His government major-
ity is down to one after the result of the Brecon and Rad-
nor By-election where the sitting Tory was defeated by the 
Liberal democrats supporting a remain position. Politics 
in Britain is dominated by clear divisions between Brexit 
or Remain.
Dominic Raab, Johnson’s Foreign Secretary, has stated it 

will be easier to negotiate with the EU after No deal on the 
31st October thereby rejecting the EU’s withdrawal pro-
posals agreed with Teresa May.
“Dominic Raab has claimed Britain will be in a better position 

to negotiate a “good deal” with the European Union if it crashes 
out of the bloc before the end of October. The foreign secretary 
believes a no-deal scenario could provide more leverage in the 
context of a free trade agreement and resolve long-standing is-
sues such as the Irish backstop”. [1]

The Threat to the Union

Johnson and the Brexiteers by proceeding on a course to 
crash out of the EU without an agreement threaten the 
United Kingdom. The Act of Settlement of 1701 established 
a union with Scotland, the other two nations of Wales and 
Northern Ireland became part of Britain later under de-
volved powers as did Scotland. Northern Ireland with the 
Good Friday agreement is now a power sharing authority 
with Britain temporarily suspended with direct rule from 
Westminster. All three countries voted with a majority to 
remain within the European Union in the 2016 Referen-
dum.
Johnson has no mandate to enforce a no deal Brexit in 

those countries and faces massive opposition to his no 
deal scenario. Johnson has recently visited all these coun-
tries. He desperately needs the support of the Democratic 
Unionist Party, a right wing racist party in Northern Ire-
land, to have a majority in Parliament. Most of the Brex-
iteers want to reject the Backstop – a limited customs un-
ion agreed in the Good Friday agreement but opposed 
vehemently by the Brexiteers and the DUP.
“Boris Johnson has said it is up to the EU to compromise to 

avoid a no-deal Brexit, after his demands for the backstop to be 
scrapped were met with a flat refusal from the Irish Taoiseach, 
Leo Vardakas. In comments that showed he is preparing to blame 
the EU if the UK ends up leaving without a deal, Johnson said 
he was not aiming for a no-deal Brexit but the situation was 
“very much up to our friends and partners across the Channel 
.A spokesman for Varadkar said: “The Taoiseach emphasized to 
the prime minister that the backstop was necessary as a conse-
quence of decisions taken in the UK and by the UK government. 
“Noting that the Brexit negotiations take place between the UK 
and the EU, the Taoiseach explained that the EU was united in 
its view that the withdrawal agreement could not be reopened”.

Boris Johnson is facing the situation of the breakup of the 

Union. The Backstop or limited customs union if dead will 
mean a reversion to a hard border between England and 
Ireland an EU state and problems this will cause problems 
for the British bourgeoisie as well as the Irish bourgeoisie.
In Northern Ireland Sinn Fein, which is part of the power 

sharing government with the DUP and a petit bourgeoisie 
party, has stated that if a no deal proceeds on the 31st Oc-
tober the Northern Ireland electorate should have a ballot 
to decide on reunification of Ireland as the Irish electorate 
did not vote for Brexit but the opposite to remain the EU.
“It would be “unthinkable” if a no-deal Brexit was not fol-

lowed by a poll on Irish reunification, the leader of Sinn Fein has 
warned Boris Johnson, also telling the prime minister that no 
one believed he was impartial on Northern Ireland. In the longer 
term, we have advised him that constitutional change is in the 
air. He can’t say that he hasn’t been told,” Mary Lou McDonald 
said after meeting Johnson at Stormont on Wednesday morning 
any Brexit but particularly no deal, “represents in anybody’s 
language a dramatic change of circumstances on this island, and 
… it would be unthinkable in those circumstances that people 
would not to be given the opportunity to decide on our future 
together”, McDonald said”. [3]

A Second Referendum
in Scotland over Independence

Nicola Sturgeon, the leader of the Scottish National Par-
ty and First Minister in Scotland, is opposed to a no deal 
scenario and wants a close relationship with the Europe-
an capitalists and bourgeoisie. After Boris Johnson visited 
Scotland she told him that Scotland voted for a Remain 
position opposed to the Brexit position advocated by John-
son and his supporters. It is the ruling class in the upper 
echelons of the SNP who believe a second referendum is 
the only way to be part of the European Union and break 
away from Britain.
“Scotland’s first minister, Nicola Sturgeon has written to Boris 

Johnson to tell him that she is “looking forward” to discussing 
with him her proposals for a second independence referendum. 
Using her first letter to the new prime minister to remind him of 
Scottish government analysis which found that a no-deal Brexit 
could cost 100,000 jobs across Scotland, she writes: “Given your 
public comments about leaving the EU on October 31 with or 
without a deal, “come what may” and “do or die it is now – more 
than ever – essential that in Scotland we have an alternative 
option. Stating that her government would continue the parlia-
mentary progress of legislation to enable a second referendum 
on independence, which Sturgeon has indicated she would like 
to hold before 2021, she tells Johnson: “The right of the people 
of Scotland to determine their own future is a basic democratic 
principle that must be respected.” [4]
Sturgeon’s real reason is the survival of the capitalist class 

in Scotland and for that purpose she needs Scotland as an 
independent country within in the European Union. Her 
bleeding heart about Scottish jobs is so much window

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dressing and not to be believed.
Under such circumstances such a second referendum 

on independence in fact becomes a referendum about 
membership in Britain or in the European Union. In oth-
er words, it would be a referendum about membership in 
one or another imperialist state. Marxists can not support 
any of these two options. During the first referendum in 
2014 there existed arguments to lend critical support for 
independence given the significant support this option 
had among the politically active sectors of the working 
class. However, as things are today, we would under such 
circumstances not advocate neither “independence” (i.e. 
membership in the EU) nor remaining in the United King-
dom.

A General Election is imminent

Boris Johnson faces a number of obstacles but he could 
still remain as Prime Minister even if a no confidence mo-
tion was successful. Johnson has very close relations with 
Nigel Farage. Farage is the leader of the Brexit party which 
counts racists and fascists amongst their members respon-
sible for assaults and physical attacks against migrants 
and Muslims in Britain. We have fixed term parliaments 
and as Teresa May found out to her costs this is a parlia-
ment supporting the remain position.
Johnson’s government is Islamophobic and racist creating 

concentration camps like Belmarsh and Yarlswood where 
many migrants and refugees are incarcerated without trial 
or due process. The Immigration Service and the Home 
Office secretly locks migrants and refugees away removes 
their visas and then deports them back to countries where 
they are likely to be executed or shot.
If Johnson fails to get the support from parliament he may 

call a snap General Election. The main opposition party, 
the Labour Party, is riven by being a split Party between 
the neoliberal Blairite wing led by Tom Watson, the dep-
uty leader, and Jeremy Corbyn. Corbyn is a left reform-
ist leader who remains a hostage to the right wing and 
is unable to break out of the noose they have put around 
him. At all costs Watson and his cronies must stop Corbyn 

remaining leader and for an election under his leadership. 
The PLP is composed of careerists and opportunist former 
Blairites who favour alliances with the SNP, Liberal Dem-
ocrats and other bourgeois capitalist parties. This is why 
they have witch-hunted Corbyn’s supporters with the ab-
surd accusation of “anti-Semitism” and got many either 
suspended or expelled from the Labour Party. Socialism 
is anathema to these Blairites. They need to turn the party 
into a fully acceptable instrument for the ruling class.
“The aim of the Zionists and Blairites is to use antisemitism as 

a weapon to drive out all pro-Corbyn supporters and socialists 
in the Labour party and turn the Labour party once more into 
a pro-capitalist and pro-austerity party tied to British imperial-
ism. Anti-Semitism is a red herring used by the pro-imperialists 
in the Labour party like Blair, Watson and others to prevent the 
election of a Corbyn-led anti-austerity government. The Blair-
ites and Zionists have strong connections with Mossad, the se-
cret intelligence service of the Israeli state, and are determined 
to purge the Labour party of socialists and anyone who criticises 
Zionism or the state of Israel”. [5]
The Blairites know that with trigger ballots their days as 

MP’s are over. Their main task is to form alliances with 
Anti-Brexit Tories the SNP and the Liberal Democrats to 
form a possible National government but at all costs stop 
the election of a Corbyn-led government. John McDonnell 
has stated that to prevent a hard Brexit that Jeremy Cor-
byn should form a caretaker government and call on Her 
Majesty the Queen to install Corbyn as ca caretaker Prime 
Minister.
“John McDonnell has doubled down on his pledge that Labour 

would reject a government of national unity and instead would 
push for Jeremy Corbyn to form a government or for a general 
election, in a move that appeared to stymie plans being prepared 
by Tory rebels. McDonnell told audience at an Edinburgh festi-
val fringe event that it would be unsustainable for Boris Johnson 
to remain as prime minister if he no longer had a Commons ma-
jority. The shadow chancellor said that if the Conservative leader 
failed to quit he would not “want to drag the Queen into this but 
[he] would be sending Jeremy Corbyn in a cab to Buckingham 
Palace to say ‘we’re taking over’”. [6]

revolutionary possibilities the RCIT in Britain calls for 
maximum unity of revolutionary activists. The RCIT be-
lieves that this can only be done with a daring perspective 
for revolutionary change.
The RCIT in Britain puts forward the following transi-

tional demands.
* Expel Tom Watson and his gang of wreckers from the Labour 

Party. Close down all disciplinary procedures and committees 
and reinstate all socialists expelled back into membership of the 
Labour Party. Critical support for a Corbyn-led Labour Party in 

case of general elections!
* For Open Borders - no immigration controls! Migrants and 

refugees to speak their own language and wear their own dress 
and practice their own religion. No to Islamophobia and racism. 
For armed defence guards to protect communities threatened 
with fascist or police provocation.
* For a Free Red Palestine from the River to the Sea.
* For a general strike and to bring down this reactionary and 

racist government.

The RCIT is proud to announce the publication of a new English-
language book – MARXISM AND THE UNITED FRONT TACTIC 
TODAY. The book’s subtitle is: The Struggle for Proletarian 
Hegemony in the Liberation Movement and the United Front 
Tactic Today. On the Application of the Marxist United Front 
Tactic in Semi-Colonial and Imperialist Countries in the Present 
Period. It contains eight chapters plus an appendix (172 pages) 
and includes 9 tables and 5 figures. The author of the book is 
Michael Pröbsting who serves as the International Secretary of 
the RCIT.
The following paragraphs are the back cover text of the book 
which give an overview of its content.
The united front tactic is a crucial instrument for revolutionar-
ies under today’s circumstances in which the mass organizations 
of the working class and the oppressed are dominated by social 
democratic, Stalinist and petty-bourgeois-populist forces.
The purpose of this document is both to summarize the main 
ideas of the Marxist united front tactic while at the same time ex-
plaining its development and modification which have become 
necessary due to political changes which have transpired in the 

working class liberation movement since the tactic’s original for-
mulation.
In this book we initially summarize the main characteristics of 
the united front tactic and elaborate the approach of the Marxist 
classics to this issue. We then outline important social develop-
ments in the working class and the 
popular masses as well as in their 
political formations in recent de-
cades. From there we will discuss 
how the united front tactic should 
be applied in light of a number of 
new developments (the rise of pet-
ty-bourgeois populist parties, the 
decline of the classic reformist par-
ties, the role of national minorities 
and migrants in imperialist coun-
tries, etc.). The eight chapters of 
the book are accompanied by nine 
tables and five figures.
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The Revolutionary Communist International Ten-
dency (RCIT) is a fighting organisation for 
the liberation of the working class and all 

oppressed. It has national sections in various coun-
tries. The working class is the class of all those (and 
their families) who are forced to sell their labour 
power as wage earners to the capitalists. The RCIT 
stands on the theory and practice of the revolution-
ary workers’ movement associated with the names 
of Marx, Engels, Lenin and Trotsky.
Capitalism endangers our lives and the future of 

humanity. Unemployment, war, environmental 
disasters, hunger, exploitation, are part of everyday 
life under capitalism as are the national oppres-
sion of migrants and nations and the oppression 
of women, young people and homosexuals. There-
fore, we want to eliminate capitalism.
The liberation of the working class and all op-

pressed is possible only in a classless society with-
out exploitation and oppression. Such a society can 
only be established internationally.
Therefore, the RCIT is fighting for a socialist revo-

lution at home and around the world.
This revolution must be carried out and lead by 

the working class, for she is the only class that has 
nothing to lose but their chains.
The revolution can not proceed peacefully because 

never before has a ruling class voluntarily surren-
dered their power. The road to liberation includes 
necessarily the armed rebellion and civil war 
against the capitalists.
The RCIT is fighting for the establishment of work-

ers’ and peasant republics, where the oppressed or-
ganize themselves in rank and file meetings in fac-
tories, neighbourhoods and schools – in councils. 
These councils elect and control the government 
and all other authorities and can always replace 
them.
Real socialism and communism has nothing to do 

with the so-called “real existing socialism” in the 
Soviet Union, China, Cuba or Eastern Europe. In 
these countries, a bureaucracy dominated and op-
pressed the proletariat.
The RCIT supports all efforts to improve the liv-

ing conditions of workers and the oppressed. We 
combine this with a perspective of the overthrow 
of capitalism.
We work inside the trade unions and advocate 

class struggle, socialism and workers’ democracy. 
But trade unions and social democracy are con-
trolled by a bureaucracy. This bureaucracy is a lay-
er which is connected with the state and capital via 
jobs and privileges. It is far from the interests and 

living circumstances of the members. This bureau-
cracy’s basis rests mainly on the top, privileged lay-
ers of the working class - the workers’ aristocracy. 
The struggle for the liberation of the working class 
must be based on the broad mass of the proletariat 
rather than their upper strata.
The RCIT strives for unity in action with other or-

ganizations. However, we are aware that the policy 
of social democracy and the pseudo-revolutionary 
groups is dangerous and they ultimately represent 
an obstacle to the emancipation of the working 
class.
We fight for the expropriation of the big land own-

ers as well as for the nationalisation of the land and 
its distribution to the poor and landless peasants. 
We fight for the independent organisation of the 
rural workers.
We support national liberation movements against 

oppression. We also support the anti-imperialist 
struggles of oppressed peoples against the great 
powers. Within these movements we advocate a 
revolutionary leadership as an alternative to na-
tionalist or reformist forces.
In a war between imperialist states (e.g. U.S., Chi-

na, EU, Russia, Japan) we take a revolutionary de-
featist position, i.e. we don’t support neither side 
and advocate the transformation of the war into a 
civil war against the ruling class. In a war between 
an imperialist power (or its stooge) and a semi-co-
lonial country we stand for the defeat of the former 
and the victory of the oppressed country.
The struggle against national and social oppression 

(women, youth, sexual minorities etc.) must be lead 
by the working class. We fight for revolutionary 
movements of the oppressed (women, youth, mi-
grants etc.) based on the working class. We oppose 
the leadership of petty-bourgeois forces (feminism, 
nationalism, Islamism etc.) and strive to replace 
them by a revolutionary communist leadership.
Only with a revolutionary party fighting as its 

leadership can the working class win. The construc-
tion of such a party and the conduct of a successful 
revolution as it was demonstrated by the Bolshe-
viks under Lenin and Trotsky in Russia are a model 
for the revolutionary parties and revolutions also in 
the 21 Century.
For new, revolutionary workers’ parties in all 

countries! For a 5th Workers International on a rev-
olutionary program! Join the RCIT!
No future without socialism!
No socialism without a revolution!
No revolution without a revolutionary party!
